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RESUMEN

Desde la mitad del siglo pasado (1950), Venezuela se convirtié en un pais
receptor de inmigrantes que buscaban escapar de los estragos generados por la
Segunda Guerra Mundial, dictaduras que se desarrollaban en sus territorios o por la
bonanza petrolera que les garantizaba una mejor estabilidad econémica. Hoy en dia,
se ha registrado una nueva ola inmigratoria generada por los convenios que el
gobierno venezolano ha establecido con varias naciones, principalmente Cuba, China
y Brasil, desde el afio 2006. El objetivo de la investigacidn es retratar estas nuevas
inmigraciones que se han desarrollado en Venezuela, en los Gltimos siete afios, a
partir de crénicas periodisticas que narren la historia particular de los protagonistas de
estos desplazamientos, es decir, un cubano, un chino y un brasilefio, sin establecer
criterios totalizadores ni definitivos. Por lo tanto, este proyecto estd fundamentado en
una investigacion descriptiva, para narrar con detalle la vida de los personajes;
exploratoria, por tratarse de un tema poco estudiado o conocido; igualmente,
documental, debido al arqueo bibliografico que sustenta la investigacion, y de campo
porque ningln trabajo periodistico puede concebirse sin su aproximacion con la
realidad. Una vez desarrollado el trabajo reporteril, se lleg6 a la conclusion de que el
namero de entradas de cubanos, chinos y brasilefios se incrementé como nunca antes,
en los dltimos afios, principalmente por el acercamiento ideoldgico, politico y
comercial que ha pactado el gobierno venezolano en los convenios con estas naciones
y, ademas, representan un nuevo perfil de inmigrante en el pais.

Journalistic stories about the life of a Cuban, a Chinese and a Brazilian that
immigrate because of international agreements between Venezuela and their
countries since 2006 until 2013

ABSTRACT

Since the middle of last century (1950), Venezuela became a receiving
country of immigrants who was looking for an escape of the devastation caused by
the Second World War, dictatorships installed in their territories or because of the oil
boom that gave them better economic stability. Today, there is a new “immigratory
wave” as a result of international agreements between the Venezuelan government
and several nations, especially Cuba, China and Brazil, since 2006. The research
objective is to portray these new immigrations that have taken place in Venezuela, in
the past seven years, with stories that describe the particular story of the main
character of these movements, ie, a Cuban, a Chinese and a Brazilian, without
establishing definitive criteria. Therefore, this project is based on a descriptive
research, to write in detail the lives of the characters; exploratory research, because it
is a little-studied topic; also, documentary research, because of the books and
newspapers used to sustain the investigation, and field research because any
journalism can be conceived without its approximation with reality. Once developed
the reportorial work, the conclusion is that the number of Cuban, Chinese and
Brazilian who have come to Venezuela increased as never before in recent years
mainly because of the ideological, political and commercial approach between the
Venezuelan government and these nations trough the international agreements.
Besides, they represent a new immigrant profile in the country.
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
