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RESUMEN

Tintorero Transmedia es un proyecto de no ficcion sobre el pueblo de Tintorero
del estado Lara, basado en la técnica de contar una historia a través de una
narracion hibrida. Parte de la presuncion de que un proyecto transmediatico es
capaz de extenderse del plano de la ficcion a la no ficcion mientras el tema central
mantenga una lo6gica narrativa, desarrollada en diversas plataformas que se valen
de los recursos autbnomos de cada medio. Tintorero Transmedia no es la
adaptacion de una misma historia expresada a través de distintos soportes y
formas narrativas, sino la expresién de un relato con valor independiente segun su

medio, capaz de generar un aporte a la totalidad de la historia.

El proyecto se fundamenta en la investigacion explicativa para analizar los aportes
que la continuidad del relato y la multiplicidad de medios ofrecen a la historia, asi
lograr que ésta trascienda, se mantenga vigente, genere nuevas formas de
interaccion acordes con las nuevas tendencias tecnoldgicas y produzca asi un

mayor alcance informativo en la sociedad venezolana.

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ABSTRACT

Tintorero Transmedia is a nonfiction project about Tintorero, a town located in Lara state,
Venezuela. The project is based on the technique of telling a story through a hybrid
narration. It initiates with the conviction that a transmedia storytelling project is able to
expand itself from the fiction sphere into the nonfiction field; this is only possible if the
topic keeps a logic narration developed on multiple media platforms and using the
resources available on each one independently. Tintorero Transmedia is not an adaptation
of a story told through different supports and narrative forms, it is the expression of a story

with earns value depending on each resource that the platform can offer.

The project is capable to give an input to the whole story. The narration links with an
explicative search to examine the contributions that the narrative continuity and media
multiplicity offer to the nonfiction story, reaching a transcendent value of it. In addition, the
project seeks to attain a valid nature and generate new interaction ways conferred to new

technology trends and bigger impact to the audience.
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
